Intro: 


Last Week: Rabshakeh was “talking trash” to the 3 guys in 18:18. 


They did not answer him back! (18:36)


Q: Ever been to a Resort? What does that name conjure up?


(Rest, Relaxation, Re-cooperation, Rejuvenation)


“There is no such resort for the troubled soul, as God Himself!” 


Hezekiah Prayer Support! (1-5)


Trials make me: a) draw near to the Lord b) get mad at the Lord c) question the Lord d) doubt the Lord? 


How did Hez.’s trials effect him? (to the Lord)


1st Hez. Sought the Lord -2nd Hez. Sought a Prayer Partner[vs.2]


2 Chron.32:20 “Now because of this King Hezekiah and the prophet Isaiah, the son of Amoz, prayed and cried out to heaven.”


“Hez. Bowed down before the altar of God, while his servants were w/Is., is a beautiful way to meet trouble!” {FBMeyer}


Isaiah…obviously a man of Character!


[1] Character gives Confidence!


Is. Lived near to God, therefore Hez. Had confidence in him.


Here is a good test for Christian Character of your companions:


Q: Would you go to them in time of trouble? - Q: Would you expect them to give you any comfort? - Q: Would you tell them the inner secrets of your heart?


Q: If not, is it not because you have no confidence in them? - Q: Is it not because their character does not command your respect. 


“Choose the company, seek the counsel, of good men(women)…[as your trusted advisors]” 


[2] Character gives Power in Prayer!


James 5:16 “The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much.”


[1] Live near to God if you want to influence other lives! 


[2] Live near to God if you want to have Power in Prayer! 


“The man who prays the most knows the power of prayer!”


* Get in touch with some holy soul & ask for their prayers on your behalf. 


Balance: Run to God 1st.


We must humble ourselves to ask to be prayed for.


The Lord’s 1st Answer! (6,7)


A message of peace & Victory!


He shall hear a rumor…& he did in (vs.)


Sennacherib’s 2nd Blasphemy! (8-13)


The siege of Jer. Was postponed till Sennach. Could undertake it in person. �


Hezekiah’s Prayer! (14-19)


What a great prayer! - A combo of: “Supplications for help, w/Holy Arguments  & Reasonings.


“Spread you matter before the Lord!” - Q: Where do you spread your matters? (neighborhood? church friends? Guys at work?)


“Lay em & Leave em!” - Lay them before the Lord, & leave Him to answer them!


Q: Are we more inclined to “jump in our recliner” to pray? (instead of prostrating our selves before the Lord?)


Q: Was prostrating our selves before the Lord an “Eastern” thing?


Q: Why would  body posture be important?  


Not for His sake but for ours! (Our heart attitude; our humbling ourselves)


vs.19 - Q: When was the last time you prayed for someone to recognize God for who He is? (…that they may know).


Lord, reveal yourself to them.


Hez.’s only desire was to glorify the Lord before that heathen army!


Whenever bitter & threatening words are flung at us, let us go up to the house of God.


Ps.73:17 - Whole Psalm is awesome!


2 main points:[1] Spread your matter before Him in truth ; & [2] Seek to glorify His name!


The Lord’s 2nd Answer! (20-34)


vs.20 - Q: Why is God going to answer? {Because he __________? (prayed)}


vs.29 - Probably a Sabbatical year because  the produce was to be sufficient for 2 years. 


Speaking of the Sabbatic rest or calm! - As in the center of the candle there is a vacuum …of perfect safety!


The Enemy’s Destruction! (35-37)


vs.35 - Poem - (Pulpits pg.396)


How brief yet how serious a record!


1 angel is enough - How strong they must be!


How powerful was “more than 12 legions of angels” (Mt.26:53)?


How foolish to war w/God.


What else do we learn from this awesome act?


We learn to see the end of these boasters!


We learn not to be afraid of these Boasters. 


We learn the advantage of entire reliance on God!


vs.36 - (2 Chron.32:21)


Ps. 42:7 “You have saved us from our enemies, And have put to shame those who hated us.”
