Explain Sheepfold - Could be a cave! - Or, a fence built of tangled thorn bushes! - Mostly rocks placed in a circle, about 3’ high, with one entrance. 

Shepherds would bring their flocks there at night & entrust them to the shepherd(porter). The shepherd would return the next morning & call for his sheep, they would know his voice & come out. �

I AM the DOOR!

Again not “a” Door, but “The” Door!

There Is something exclusive about this door!

A Door to a sheepfold was a person not wood or iron! The shepherd himself (the porter)was the door!

 A safe place to flee for a person who had accidentally killed another. If, in the judgment of the city elders, the death had occurred accidentally and without intent, the man was allowed to stay there without fear of harm or revenge by the dead man's relatives (Josh. 20:2-6).
