Intro:


Background on I AM - In Ex.3:14 - This is the name by which Yahweh reveals Himself…the I AM!


Jesus used a series of sayings in which He used an emphatic “I AM” to bring out important teachings about His person.(7 times)!


Q: Can you name them? [Bread; Light; Door; Shepherd; Res.; Way/ truth/life; True Vine.] {all in John}


Each of these statements then will reveal a different teaching about Jesus! {To know Jesus is to know the Father}


There is actually 2 groups of “I Am” statements in the gospel of John.


Those with a predicate, & those w/o. 


Predicate = A statement made about the subject of the sentence.


Examples of w/o: {note in orig. = egw eimi}


4:26 “Jesus said to her, "I who speak to you am He."(women @ well)


6:20 “But He said to them, "It is I(I am); do not be afraid."


8:24 “"Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe that I am He, you will die in your sins." (also in 8:28,58; 13:19; 18:5,6,8)


We will concentrate on those with a predicate! {I am…the bread of life).


John 6!


Overview: Bread is the subject which starts with Jesus question in 6:5. 


He feeds the 5000 w/Bread(1-14); - Then He walks on water(the person they feared is the person they needed!)(15-21); - He claims to be the “I am” in vs.20; -  This is followed by a discourse(26-59) which resumes the theme of Bread!


This whole seen is set in Galilee at the Passover.


Q: What do you think of when you think of bread? {smell, taste, Helms man, variety/favorite?}


Bread every where else seems to be more of a staple!


Bulgaria - Butter & sausage sandwiches. (get up early for the fresh bread)


Russia - Butter/packed on! 


Israel - Fresh every morning!


Haiti - Solar-Backed!


* Smell it - Anticipate it - Taste it(Taste & see that it is good)





Jesus graciously fed the 5000 the bread, & all they had to do was receive it! Now He wanted to give them Eternal life, but they instead wanted to WORK for it!(22-29)


In vs. 30 they through out the challenge to Jesus to “show us a sign”.


they remind him of the way Moses brought bread(manna) from heaven to feed the Jews(Ex.16). So Jesus used this as the basis for His sermon. (He didn’t say, there was a sower who sowed seeds…)


There are 3 divisions to the sermon, each followed by a reaction from the people. [1] Jesus reveals His Person [2] the Process of Salvation [3] He reveals the Power of Salvation. �


Jesus Reveals His Person! (32-40)


vs.31,32- 2 mistakes: [1] Not Moses but my Father. [2] Not gave but gives!


“Jesus offers himself as the Living bread, The Father gives the Bread!”


vs.33 - The Bread of God is a Person from heaven! 


He gives life, not just to the Jews(like Moses), but to the “World”!


vs.34-40 - To Receive this Bread is to come & take it!


vs.35 - “I am the Bread of life!” (not - a bread; nor simply bread!)


The principle element in the normal diet.
