The Shepherds Reputation! (vs.8)
1. Shepherds were distrusted in Jesus’ day, as being a wild bunch. Bible Aimanac

They were a despised class of people in the 1st cent.

1. They were considered unreliable were not even allowed to give testimony in the
law courts. James Boice

The Egyptians despised them. “Every shepherd is an abomination to the Egyptians.” Gen.46:34
1. Joseph wouldn’t even eat w/his brothers.

Others described them as, “a meditative class of men, accustomed to the sweet silence of
nature, apart from the bustle & stir of cities, invited to quiet communion w/their own hearts.”

Shepherds were the 1st profession mentioned in the bible, Abel was a keeper of sheep. Gen.4:2

1. And this 1st shepherd the 1st blood sacrifice!
Christ, was later called the Good Shepherd, who leaves the 99 to find the 1.

1. Here, we have these shepherds leaving their sheep to locate this One Lamb!
(i.e. The Lamb of God)

2. Is there any other profession that would be more excited about a Lamb being born?
the 1st Tidings of Great Joy was brought to Shaggy Shepherds!

Slide#24 Reading: Lk.2:15-20 15 So it was, when the angels had gone away from them into
heaven, that the shepherds said to one another, “Let us now go to Bethlehem and see this thing
that has come to pass, which the Lord has made known to us.” 16 And they came with haste and
found Mary and Joseph, and the Babe lying in a manger. 17 Now when they had seen Him, they
made widely known the saying which was told them concerning this Child. 18 And all those
who heard it marveled at those things which were told them by the shepherds. 19 But Mary kept
all these things and pondered them in her heart. 20 Then the shepherds returned, glorifying and
praising God for all the things that they had heard and seen, as it was told them.



. Slide#25 GO AND SEE! (15,16)
A. (16) Let us now go! — how simple a faith!

1. The Angels leave, & the Shepherds seem to just stand there looking at each other.
(Phillips Brooks)

2. sing a song like Mary. need a star.
go & try to find Herod. go shopping for gifts.
They just say to each other...let us now go!

a) They do go & they do find. Finding Jesus is that easy!

B. (16) They came with haste & found them - Isn’t it funny that the wise men were directed by
God, then got lost & had to stop and ask for directions in Jerusalem (Mt.2:1,2)

1. But, the Shepherds never lost their way!!!
2. It often happens while shepherds find Christ, wise men often miss him!
a) So, Faith led their steps to Bethlehem; to the stable; to the manger!

C. Have you seen Him? Jn.9:39...1 have come into this world, that those who may see.

IV. Slide#26 GO AND TELL! (17,18)
A. The Shepherds only the 1st to hear, but the 1st to tell!

1. 1 guess they were told to...“Go, tell it on the mountain - over the hills & well,
everywhere! — Go, tell it on the mountain, that Jesus Christ is Born!”

2. Like Peter & John said in Acts 4:20 We cannot stop telling about everything we
have seen and heard.

B. Faith is personal, but not private.
1. Jesus has become real to you so you will make him visible to others.
2. Not talk and condemn, Go & Tell; Show and Tell.
3. We are to make heaven visible on earth.

C. Alittle girl once remarked, “Some people couldn’t hear God’s inside whisper, so He sent Jesus
to tell them out loud!”

1. Well, these shepherds sure heard it, saw it, & told others about it.

V. Slide#27 GO AND WORSHIP! (19,20)
A. They returned to daily life — Oh, the glory of the common place!
1. What was it like going to back to work after that?

2. | wonder if any shepherds quit because they were bored with their
career?

3. Did they learn that heaven is always near the dutiful?
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4. What was it like going to back to work? (Don’t miss it...that's where God met them...
At Work! - Keeping watch over their flock at night!)

C. End Story: In December 1903, after many attempts, the Wright brothers were successful in
getting their “flying machine” off the ground. Thrilled, they telegraphed this message to their
sister Katherine: “We have actually flown 120 feet. Will be home for Christmas.”

Katherine hurried to the editor of the local newspaper and showed him the message. He glanced
at it and said, “How nice.
