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The Baptism With the Holy Spirit!
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1. INTRO:
1.1. I don’t know what all went on at Pentecost?…We read of a terrific wind filling the room, fire burning upon each of their heads, & the Spirit filled & spoke through this group in foreign tongues. 
But I do know from this point these disciples were never the same, they took to the world like a Mighty Rushing Wind, & burned with an Unquenchable Holy Fire! 
1.1.1. “They were enthusiastic to the point of complete abandon.”(Tozer.)

2. Is There a Baptism With the Holy Spirit?
2.1. The Definition: “The Bap. w/the H.S. is the Spirit of God coming upon the believer, imparting power to him, & gifts not naturally his own but which qualify him for service to which God has called him.” 
2.1.1. Also called the “Filling” in one place(Acts 2:4). I believe the Baptism is the “1st Filling”, or this could be called the “Filling-Baptism”!
2.1.2. But never in scripture is one Baptized in the Sp. more than once.
2.1.3. Example: Peter – w/subsequent filling after initial Baptism.
2.1.3.1. See Acts 2:4; Acts 4:8,31.
2.1.4. So similar to the “water baptism”(outward show of an inward conviction). Your baptized once, then after that still many “outward shows” of your inner conviction!

2.2. It’s Found: In all 4 gospels! {Mt.3:11; Mrk.1:8; Lk.3:16; Jn.1:33}
2.2.1. Mt.3:11 "I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance, but He who is coming after me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.

2.3. It’s Found: in the books of Acts! {1:5;11:16}  
2.3.1. Acts 1:5 “…you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now."
2.4. So, it shows up 7 x’s. “6 out of 7 compare it with water John’s Baptism.(Johns gospel doesn’t)”

2.5. Pentecost’s results?
2.5.1. [1] Outpouring of the H.S. [2] Permanent Indwelling of the H.S. from now on for believers [3] Beginning of the Church” [4] The Baptism of the H.S.

3. Whose Involved Here?
3.1. It seems like you can talk about God the Father…no problem; 
talk about God the Son…no problem; 
but you talk about God the Holy Spirit…and eyebrows raise!

3.2. Who is involved in the Baptism with the Holy Spirit?
3.2.1. Father – Promises!
3.2.1.1. Acts 1:4 “He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father,”
3.2.1.2. Also, Acts 2:32,33; Lk.24:49

3.2.2. Son – Baptizes!
3.2.2.1. Mt.3:11 "I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance, but He who is coming after me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.”
3.2.2.2. All 4 gospels say JESUS is the Baptizer!
3.2.2.3. Lk.24:49 “"Behold, I send the Promise of My Father upon you;…”
3.2.2.4. Also, Acts 2:32,33.

3.2.3. H.S. – Comes Upon!
3.2.3.1. Acts 1:8 "But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you;”

3.3. People are skeptical of the workings of the H.S. only because they have seen Gifts confused, misused, & abused!
3.3.1. This should take us by no surprise…that is one reason why 1st Cor. Was written!
3.3.1.1. If they had problems w/it in the very 1st century, surely it would be abused & misused in the 20th. 
3.3.2. But don’t let abuse & misuse rob its “Holy & Intended use”!

4. What is its Purpose?
4.1. History in Review: (very general)
4.1.1. Post-Reformation – Purpose? Sealing of one’s salvation. An intensification of the assurance of salvation.
4.1.2. 16,1700’s – Believed that it brought about Holiness or Perfection.
4.1.2.1. Wesley’s Holiness Clubs or Movements; Whitefield.
4.1.3. 1800’s – “Power for service”.
4.1.3.1. D.L.Moody & R.A.Torrey.
4.1.4. 1900’s – A move toward ( “Manifested gifts”.
4.1.4.1. Pentecostals; Charismatics. 
4.1.5. R.C. view – “A charismatic experience is an action of the H.S. which releases & frees latent interior energies.”(Cardinal Suenen)
4.1.5.1. The Spirit has already been given in sac. baptism. 

4.1.5.2. It is a deeper awareness of the presence & power of he H.S.   
4.2. It tells us plainly its purpose in Acts 1:8 "But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth."
4.2.1. Power to be witnesses for Christ!…Pretty plain!
4.3. What does Lk.24:49 tell us is the purpose?
4.3.1. "Behold, I send the Promise of My Father upon you; but tarry in the city of Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high."
4.3.2. And what do we see right before that in vs.48?
4.3.2.1. "And you are witnesses of these things.”
4.4. What does Peter say would be the results of those having the Spirit poured upon them in Acts 2:16-18?
4.4.1. "But this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel: 'And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That I will pour out of My Spirit on(epi) all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see visions, Your old men shall dream dreams. And on My menservants and on My maidservants I will pour out My Spirit in those days; And they shall prophesy…”

4.5. So, I see its purpose is for: Power, to be a Witness, & for Gifts!


5. What are the Three Prepositions used w/it?
5.1. We see in scripture the progressive revelation of the H.S.
5.1.1. O.T. – No indwelling; H.S. came & went. 
5.1.1.1. Was “with” them, & “temporarily came upon”.

5.1.1.2. Examples: {Saul, David, & Samson}
5.2. With, In, & Upon -  
5.2.1. Jn.14:17 "the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you.”
5.2.2. Acts 1:8 “"But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you;”

6. What is the difference between the diff. Baptisms? 
6.1. Is to be “Baptized with the Spirit” simply to be “baptized into the body of Christ”?
6.1.1. Lets look at the best arguments:
6.1.1.1. 1 Cor.12:13 – Context? (Unity)

6.1.1.2. Eph.4:5 – Context? (Unity)

6.2. Contrast: Water Bap. & Spirit Bap.
6.3. The Candidate!

6.3.1. Water Bap.(John’s) – For the Unbeliever(for repentance).

6.3.2. Spirit Bap. - For the Believer
6.4. The Baptismal Element!

6.4.1. Water Bap. - Water

6.4.2. Spirit Bap. - Holy Spirit
6.5. The Baptizer!

6.5.1. Water Bap. - Man
6.5.2. Spirit Bap. – Jesus Christ
6.6. The Purpose!

6.6.1. Water Bap. – An outward witness of conviction & the remissions of sins.

6.6.2. Spirit Bap. – An Inward empowering.

6.7. The Result!
6.7.1. Water Bap. - To outwardly show Salvation & Entry into the body of Christ
6.7.2. Spirit Bap. – The Reception of the H.S. coming upon the bel.w/power & accompanying gifts.

6.8. There is a difference in the two. They are separate & distinct. “It is one thing to be born of the Spirit & another to be baptized w/the Spirit.”


6.9. I see sometimes it happens right at Salvation, & other times after wards.
6.9.1. D.L.Moody(1881) – “A man may be regenerated by the H.S. & still not be bap. w/the H.S.! - In regen. there’s an impartation of life & the 1 who receives it is saved. In the bap. of the H.S. there’s an impartation of the power & the 1 who receives it is fitted for service.”

7. Different Experiences…Same Event!
7.1. Acts 2:2-4 – Sound, wind, fire, spoke in local peoples tongues.
7.2. Acts 4:8-13 – Peter, boldness in speaking. 
7.3. Acts 4:31,33 – Peter & John spoke the word w/boldness.
7.4. Acts 8:17,18 – In Samaria now. No special manifestations happened. 
7.5. Acts 9:17,18 – In Saul/Paul received his sight (miracle).
7.5.1. Note: Paul was filled w/the Spirit 3 days after Salvation experience on the Damascus rd.

7.6. Acts 10:44-46 – In Caesarea(Cornelius household/Gentiles)spoke in tongues.
7.7. Acts 13:9 - Paul, filled w/the H.S., smote Elymas w/blindness (Miracle).
7.8. Acts 19:1-7 – In Ephesus[about 12 discip.]spoke in tongues/Prophesied.
7.9. Don’t try to pattern God, Just receive the gift & experience His dynamic power in your life. 
7.9.1. It’s like trying to figure out how God exactly saves people, or heals people? (He uses all different methods)

8. How do we know this wasn’t only for the 11?
8.1. Because it was Never just the 11!
8.1.1. It was the 11+109 = “120”! -  Acts 1:15
8.2. Did it ever go beyond the 120, beyond Pentecost, maybe a 1 time event?
8.2.1. At the end of Peter’s 1st sermon this is explained! Acts 2:37-39. 
8.2.1.1. Vs.38 – For the 3000.
8.2.1.2. Vs.39a – To their children
8.2.1.3. Vs.39b – To us today.

9. What do we do?
9.1. R.A.Torrey said, “It was a great turning point in my ministry when after much thought & study and meditation I became satisfied that the baptism with the H.S. was an experience for today & for me, & set myself to obtain it.”
9.2. Simply ask! 
9.2.1. My testimony of it! – My friend Raul, after a Bible Study in La Mirada, got in a circle to pray, he asked, “who wanted to be baptized w/the H.S.?” We did, w/no fire works, yet sensed a change. A couple of months later was given the gift of tongues. After that started experiencing different gifts.
9.2.2. Ask! – Lk.11:13 "If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father (obviously believers) give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him!"
9.3. Pastors need this power! Our missionaries, evangelists, S.S. teachers, our business men/women, our mom’s working at home, our teens, our singles, elderly, new believers.  
9.3.1. It is available to ALL Believers at any time!
