2.1. How to view art?
2.1.1. Q: What do you see in this picture?
2.1.2. You can’t just look at it once! – The more you look at it the more that is revealed to you.
2.1.3. And, the more it tells you about the artist!
2.2. It is the same in viewing the bible!
2.2.1. Read Lam.3:22-28 {read & re-read & share your finds}
2.2.2. Q: What do you see?
2.2.3. Q: What do you learn about The Artist?
2.3. Just as the scientist can lose God in his test tube, so the missionary can lose God in his study! (Devotions is not study time!)
2.3.1. It can’t be business only, nor business as usual!
2.3.2. It must be your personal quality time with God; your communion; your quietness; your worship; your secret place of the Most High; your gazing w/wonder in the face of God; your praise.
2.3.3. This is the only thing that will keep the missionary consistent w/what he is preaching. This is where the unction & anointing is developed. This is what keeps you spiritually alive. This is what keeps you from spiritual burnout!  

2.3.4. You must develop this & maintain this.
2.3.4.1. 2 lies that will keep you from devotion time: “I don’t have enough time!” And, “I’ve spent enough time in bible studies/Bible College classes/ ministering/going to church, etc.”

2.3.5. Fire up your devotion time! {Read biographies of great preachers, famous missionaries to spark your flame}
