1. Intro:
1.1. Steve Share - Haiti.
1.2. Renee Share – Belize (And Pic’s)
2. 6 THINGS! (1 Cor.11:23-28; & 10:21)
2.1. When Charles the 1st, King of “England, Scotland, & Ireland” in the 1600’s found himself on the run, eight men hid him & cared for him for weeks. – Though a large reward was out for him, & these 8 men were w/o a shilling amongst them, none betrayed him. – One of these men, Hugh Chisholm (chîz¹em) since that time would only shake people’s hands, left handed. - He would explain to them why, “When it came time to depart he shook our hands”, & so Hugh swore to never again give to any man the hand he had given to his King! (Loyalty, Awe, Humility!)

2.2. [1] A DIVINE COMMAND! – “DO THIS!”
2.2.1. What doesn’t the Christian understand about “Do This”?
2.2.2. Every Christian is commanded to gather & observe this precious feast!
2.2.3. Do this – Do this – & 100 more times, “Do this!”
2.3. [2] A BLESSED PRIVILEGE! – “The Lord’s Table!” (10:21)
2.3.1. Not the table of some assembly, nor of a church, nor a denomination, nor Calvary Chapels table, but the “table of the Lord”. 
2.3.2. Christ is the Host! – It is His table! 
2.3.3. It is also a call to One table & one table alone! (10:21,22)
2.3.4. You can’t belong to Christ & live in the enemy’s camp!
2.3.4.1. David tried it for a while at Achish, before the king of Gath, when Saul was chasing him. Of course, remember what he had to do to pull this off. “So he changed his behavior before them, feigned madness in their hands, scratched on the doors of the gate, and let his saliva fall down on his beard.”

2.3.4.2. That’s probable what we look like in God’s eyes, when we are camping at the worlds table!
2.3.4.3. Q: Any places you’ve been frequenting lately, or tables you’ve been sitting at?
2.4. [3] A NECESSARY MEMORIAL! – “Do this in remembrance of me!”
2.4.1. Yes, we may forget the great price He paid. 
2.4.2. We are so human, & so wayward.
2.5. [4] A WILLING TESTIMONY! – “You proclaim the lord’s death!”
2.5.1. We witness to the fact(i.e. proclaim)that we are saved & have a personal relationship because of his shed blood.
2.5.2. Every time we put the bread to our lips, we proclaim his death!
2.6. [5] AN ACT OF FAITH! – “Till He Comes!”
2.6.1. We look not only backward to the Cross(at communion), but forward to the Crown!
2.6.2. The Lord’s Supper extends from the Coming to the Coming!
2.6.2.1. It is thus only for the time of his absence!
2.6.2.2. The wife of a soldier returning from battle, no longer has to look at the picture he left her, to remind her of him. For now she is in his presence!
2.6.2.3. Can you picture her going over to the mantel & staring at the picture, while he is sitting right there in the den?
2.7. [6] A HUMBLING CONFESSION! – “Examine Himself!”
2.7.1. Examine yourself…not the “other guy”.
2.7.2. It’s self-examination. Leave no stone unturned!
2.7.3. Q: What have you made a mess of in your life? (everything?)
2.7.4. Helplessness & unworthiness come to mind, & that they should!
2.7.5. My sin was so great, my iniquity so vile, my loss so vast, that nothing less then the death of the Son of God, & the precious shedding of his blood, could avail to wash me clean.
2.7.6. Our sin was spit upon Him, Our iniquities each drove the nails into the blessed hands that offered this cup of communion.
2.7.6.1. Away all my “goodness”, away all my “good works”!
2.7.7. I confess… “My hope is built on nothing less Than Jesus blood & righteousness; I would not trust the sweetest frame But only lean on Jesus name!”
2.7.8. He offers: cleansing, purification, pardon, freedom, forgiveness, mercy.
2.7.9. Think on this! “If it is better to give then receive, then I believe that God is more blessed in giving forgiveness, then we are in receiving it.”
2.8. Bread!
2.8.1. (Not proper English but…) “Can you be “more bad” then God is good?” (I don’t think so!)
2.8.1.1. You can only sin as a man, but God can forgive as a God!
2.8.1.2. You sin as a finite creature, but the Lord forgives as the infinite Creator! (
2.9. The Cup!
2.9.1. “Thanksgiving is the expression of Joy God-ward, & is therefore the fruit of the Spirit.” (Ralph Turnbull)
2.9.2. Believers are encouraged to abound in it!
2.9.2.1. Col.2:6,7 “As you have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in Him, rooted and built up in Him and established in the faith, as you have been taught, abounding in it with thanksgiving.”

2.9.2.2. Yes, communion is a solemn rite & ceremony but we cannot overlook the joy & gladness which spring up in Thanksgiving!
